Gospel Meditation
We hope for many things: passing an exam, finding our true love, securing sustainable work, or
surviving an illness. We often seek to have God be a part of what we hope for and desire, almost
trying to convince Him that our agenda is what is ultimately important. While our particular
hopes may appear to be what needs to be achieved in order for us to be happy, they really are
not. Our lesser, more personal hopes can distract us from true hope.

When God became a human being, a powerful message was sent: all that is authentically human
is found in the divine. As the human Jesus lived and died in order to show us that he truly is the
universal Christ, we have to keep our sight focused on our eternal truth and destiny and who we
truly are. We have to be careful when we allow our earthly concerns to distract us. True hope is
found when we place our trust in Christ’s promises and don’t rely on our own strength. True
hope focuses on striving toward the fulfillment of God’s promises and not simply on achieving
what we think we need in this life. Hope always travels with two friends — faith and love. In this
trio of virtues, we find the very presence of God born in every human being. These are God’s
greatest gifts, and they lead us to the fullness of His presence.

As with faith and love, we cannot see hope with just our human eyes. We don’t carry this virtue
within us to use solely for our own personal agenda. Hope is not something that simply comes
with the human package. As with faith and love, hope is a gift that is given to us to draw us clos-
er to our eternal truth. Faith, hope, and love are signs that there is something far greater going on
in us and something greater to persevere in obtaining. The true divine gift of hope is what will
endure any hardship we encounter, especially those that will come from authentically living the
Gospel. With all that is happening in our lives, in our church, and in our world, what is the rea-
son for our hope? Ask God for the fortitude to see His eternal gift as the reason we get up in the
morning and do the things we do.

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What Is The Story Behind The Rosary?

The rosary is a sacred and popular Catholic devotion, but its origins are mysterious. Prayer
beads to facilitate meditation began in the early ages of the Church. In the early medieval period,
bead strings were used to count Hail Marys or Our Fathers. A tradition has developed that the
rosary in its current form was given to St. Dominic by the Blessed Mother. However, the earliest
biographies of the saint do not include this story. In the Middle Ages, the prayers were grouped
into 50 Hail Marys with verses from Psalms and vignettes from the lives of Jesus and Mary.

By the 16th century, the Joyful, Sorrowful, and Glorious Mysteries were established.

The rosary rose to prominence in the late 1500s. The Turkish Empire was spreading across east-
ern Europe, and pirates were raiding Christian ships. The Christian nations of Europe rallied for a
great battle at sea. Pope St. Pius V urged all Christians to pray the rosary for victory. While vastly
outnumbered, the Christian fleet was victorious at the Battle of Lepanto. The pope established
October 7th as the feast of the Holy Rosary. Later, all of October would come to be known as the
Month of the Rosary.
A quote from Pope Francis:

"The prayer of the rosary is, in many ways, the synthesis of the history of God’s mercy, which becomes a
history of salvation for all who let themselves be shaped by grace. The mysteries we have contemplated are
concrete events by which God’s intervention on our behalf develops. Through prayer and meditation on the
life of Jesus Christ, we see once more His merciful countenance, which he shows to everyone in all the many
needs of life. Mary accompanies us along this journey, pointing to her Son Who radiates the very mercy of
the Father. She is truly Hodegetria, the Mother who points to the path we are called to take in order to be
true disciples of Jesus. In each mystery of the rosary, we feel her closeness and we contemplate her as the
first disciple of her Son, for she does the Father’s will.”
