it be seasoned? You are the light of the world. A city set on a mountain cannot be hidden.”  
- Mt 5:13a, 1  

 
Gospel Meditation 

What does it mean to be salt and light? If we listen carefully to Jesus’ words, we gain some 
direction. To be salt means to bring taste, zest, and joy to life. We are asked to liven things 
up a bit by allowing the joy of our faith to spill over into the lives of others. Only a sincere 
and deep relationship with God can freshen up humanity and set it on proper course. To be 
light means that our faith must translate into action so that we can be Christ for others and 
extend the same arm of mercy and compassion that Christ did. Our acts of piety, then, can-
not be directed solely at ourselves. Prayer is never about self-benefit but must always be 
directed toward union with God, deepening our relationships with one another and learn-
ing how to be effective stewards of the beautiful universe God has entrusted to our care. 
 
The Master gives us wise direction in terms of how we can best become the salt and light he 
desires. Listen carefully to the Beatitudes. Think about the oppression and alienation that 
exists in our world, the violence and prejudice, the anger and the hatred, the fear and the 
shame. All of these things require action. The poor need food, housing, and clothes. Hatred 
must be replaced by love. Retaliation and violence by forgiveness. Our thoughts and speech 
can become more like Christ. We can change and continue to change. Blessed John Henry 
Cardinal Newman said, “To live is to change and to be perfect is to have changed often.” 
 
But it doesn’t end with just offering the bandages needed to heal wounds. It must go deep-
er. We must ask ourselves what has happened that we have found ourselves in this place 
with these wounds and divisions. What are their causes? Together we must address these 
systemic problems, politically and spiritually, and face the truth. Only then will we truly be 
salt and light. But then again, we may not like what the light shows us.  

 

Scripture Reflections 
First Reading 

The prophet Isaiah spoke of God’s desire for us to take care of each other, especially 
the most vulnerable — the hungry, homeless, and afflicted. How often do you take  

care of others in need? 
 

Second Reading 
Early in his first le$er to the Christians in Corinth, Paul speaks of the tension between  
human wisdom and the power of God. Why do you think Paul saw a trap in relying  

on human wisdom? 
 

Gospel Reading 
In his Sermon on the Mount, Jesus teaches the disciples that in doing “good deeds” 
 they will be seen as “salt of the earth” and “light of the world” and thereby “glorify  

your heavenly Father.” How do you think this glorifies God?

Why do we have a liturgical season called Ordinary Time?  
Ordinary time is the longest season of the liturgical year. It begins the Monday after January 6, the Epiphany, and 
goes until the Tuesday before Ash Wednesday, the beginning of Lent. That period can last anywhere from five to 
eight weeks, depending on when Easter is celebrated. Ordinary time picks up again the Monday after Pentecost 
Sunday and lasts from twenty-three to twenty-seven weeks, until the end of the liturgical year, the Saturday before 
Advent begins. 
 

Why the name ordinary? “Ordinary” is not in contrast to “extraordinary” or “special” but rather stresses the Latin 
language notion of “ordinal” or numbered Sundays. The Latin title for the season, tempus ordinarium, conveys  
the sense that this time of the year is measured or numbered time. Measured time can allude simply to the  
numbered Sundays, or the notion that these Sundays are a “measured” time to deepen and immerse ourselves 
completely in the realities of Jesus’ incarnation, ministry, passion, death, and resurrection. Ordinary time offers  
us the opportunity to connect the ordinary lived experiences of our lives with those of Jesus, who modeled for  
us how to live a truly human existence. 
 

Have you noticed that the bold heading colors in our bulletin change color?   
The colors indicate the season or feast that is being celebrated.  The liturgical colors of the Church can be seen in  
the vestments of the priests and the draping in the Church.  Pope Innocent III (1198-1216) was the first person to 
institute a specific liturgical color scheme. He named four colors: white, red, black and green to be used during the 
Church year. Today the Church recognizes six liturgical colors, rose and violet/purple were added in 1570 with  
the promulgation of the Roman Missal following the Council of Trent.  Please Note: we use the color blue to  
replace white for printing purposes in the bulletin.
